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[bookmark: _GoBack]With AIX 7.2 SP1 IBM included a feature to perform Live Updates. This enables the AIX system administrator to update the AIX operating system without downtime. 
The document in the link below describes some of the requirements. Scroll down to the I/O section. The last sentence of the first paragraph indicates that currently on IBM AIX Multipath I/O and IBM Subsystem Device Driver Path Control Module (SDDPCM) are supported.

When I execute “geninstall –k –p” to run live update pre-validation checks, all rules pass except the following.
1430-095 FAILED: some disks are not supported.
Upon inspection of the /var/adm/ras/liveupdate/logs/lvupdlog I search for “PCM” and find the following further detail.

Please add support for the PureStorage PCM with the AIX 7.2 Live Update feature. Our team will use this feature to further enable ever shrinking maintenance outage periods by patching without downtime. A full description will be attached to this RFE.
Use Case: We predominantly run our core oracle and Sybase DBMSs on AIX. When AIX is reboot for patching or any reason there at 50 dependent systems that also require subsequent reboots to re-establish their connections and application states with the core DBs.
