If you do a WRKPCYBRM *MED you enter this screen, where you immediately are in the progress of working with media classes in BRMS….as intended….
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But if you do a WRKPCYBRM *SYS you enter a sub menu rather than entering choice 1 directly, with several choices to work with, and there isn’t a command for each as I would expect, so you have to use the choices on this sub menu, rather using a command to enter specifically what you want to work with (IPL controls, sign off exceptions etc). Ex. Choice 7 could be called CHGIPLBRM or choice 3 could be WRSBSBRM.
