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Always Loading.  Never Loads any text if address used in IE.  Never gets full Eclipse screen with search like previously & Web Query.
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What you are seeing is working as designed.  Navigator for i keeps everything web-based including its Help.  With the old, Windows-based client, we could provide an indexed, searchable Help database.  It would be worth submitting a Request for Enhancement (RFE) to see if development can/will make such an option available for the web-based Navigator for i.

To show an alphabetically sorted index of keywords select the Index Frame (i), Not all products contain an index.
